Pennock Album c. 1840 by Windham Fabrics $24.50
This collection of 39 fabrics feature beautiful ‘'muddy’
blues, browns and reds. In the darker fabrics there are
a wide variety of prints including small, medium and large

florals, stripes, a chain-like design and mini checks.
There are large toile-like designs, stripes and small
motifs on dirty taupe backgrounds. Included in the range
is also a great cheater panel of pieced patchwork blocks.
These fabrics were derived from a quilt from Chester
County, Pennsylvania dated 1842-43. Windham fabrics
offers you a free Sampler Quilt pattern that you can
find by looking at these fabrics on Threadbear's website.
