More Pink & Chocolate c. 1860-1885 $24.50 per m.                                           
We loved Nancy Gere‟s first range of Pink Chocolate but this 

one is even better.   “Late in the 19th century brown as a color 

in printed fabric started moving to the forefront of European 

fashion. The idea is perhaps copied from hard to find Indian 

hand painted cottons. In the early to mid 1800's these Indian 

fabrics using rich colors painted on top of dark grounds were 

rarely seen in Europe. However, as a result of these beautiful 

imported fabrics, it is then that we began to see brown 

combined with the lively colors of red and pink emerging as a 

trend in Europe.  This More Pink & Chocolate Collection 

commemorates several of these stunning European designs ca. 

1875” with 33 fabrics from which to choose.   

Sally Rose by Eileen Jahnke Trestain  $25.50 per m.   
This lovely range comes to us from the author of “Dating 

Fabrics” and she definitely knows a thing or two about fabrics!  

The colours used in this collection of 27 fabrics illustrate the 

rich, glowing, brilliant colours that were the norm for the mid 

19th century.  Before the dark era of the economic collapse of 

the late 1850s & the years of the Civil War, these fabrics 

would have echoed the cheerful & gay feelings of the day.  The 

fabrics were inspired by the grand floral stripe used as the 

lead in the line.  The original stripe was taken from a whole 

cloth quilt in Eileen‟s collection.  The top of the quilt was made 

of two lengths of fabric and were an obvious re-use from the 

skirts of a dress:  19th century recycling at its best, saved for 

us to reproduce. 

Bird Chintz by Jo Morton for Andover  $22.00 per m.  
Just one print in two colourways, but they are beautiful!!  This 

gorgeous large scale print of birds and flowers comes in tones 

of chocolate, green, rust & mustard with a hint of dusky blue.  

The birds measure about 4½” in height and are presented on 

the chocolate or tan/mustard background.  The birds and 

flowers have a slight cream edge so they are perfect for 

broiderie perse.  So popular have these been, we‟ve already run 

out of the tan background but have lots 

more of both on order! 

Civil War VII 1840-1885 by Nancy Gere $25.50 m.  
To date Windham Fabrics has celebrated the glorious fabrics 

of the Civil War era by reproducing our favourite of these 19th 

century gems.  Here, we have more stunning fabrics. The 

complete collection of this range is huge with 60 fabrics!!  I‟ve 

chosen my favourite 22 of these.  Again, they are nice muddy 

colours in blue, brown, green, red and purple.  The designs 

include small motifs, serpentine, large floral borders, swirls, 

waves and more!  

Old Glory V by Nancy Gere for Windham $25.50 m. 
This designer offers a particularly eclectic mix of bombs 

bursting in air, liberty bells, eagles and an interesting picotage 

design c. 1840.  From the complete range of 52 pieces, I‟ve 

chosen 25 for our shelves.  To be expected, we have reds & 

blues with stars & stripes but also included are great browns, 

burgundys, and that „urky‟ green we love!  Diagonal stripes, 

squiggles, serpentine and leafy stripes abound.   

Elizabeth Rose by In the Beginning  $22.50 per metre 
From this collection, I‟ve chosen just five pretty little 

geometric prints.  In each cream mixes with either rose, pink or 

teal.  Just the thing to add a little interest to your next quilt. 

 

Classic Reds & Sentimental Journey $24.50 per metre 
These are oldies but goodies that I just couldn‟t resist.  As the 

name implies, they are reds but also pinks & grays.  One with a 

cream background and small red motif is similar to shirting; 

another with a dirty cream background with swirls & circles of 

gray & red; another dirty cream background has a print 

reminiscent of Burgoyne Surrounded in red on it; another gray 

with red diamonds echoed in cream and my favourite a red, 

pink,  & cream paisley.  Three 

pinks from Sentimental 

Journey compliment these 

reds beautifully and includes a 

few very useful beige prints.
